With the
passing of the CHIPS for America Act all NSF grant funded students, staff, and
faculty are required to complete RCR training located in CITI. Covered individuals
who fail to complete the required RCR training will be prohibited from further
activities on the research project and will have research support revoked. To
access the RCR training course please visit
https://about.citiprogram.org/course/responsible-conduct-of-research-rcr-
facilitator-guides/.
